The Covenant 
 

My Beloved Stewards and Friends 
of the Greek Orthodox Parish of 
Hunterdon County,  
 “ Lord, save Your people 
and bless Your inheritance, 
granting victory to the Faithful 
over adversaries and protecting 
Your commonwealth by Your 
Cross.” 

 This is the joyous hymn 
that we shall hear on the Feast of 
the Exaltation of the Precious and 
Life-Giving Cross, celebrated on 
September 14th, a major holy day 
of our Greek Orthodox Church 
which encapsulates the message 
of victory and the presence of God 
in our lives that we must embrace 
as we begin our new Ecclesiastical 
“Church” Year (September 1st) 
together. 

 The significance and the-
ology of the Cross is captured in 
the words of St. Theodore the 
Studite, who says, “How precious 
is the gift of the Cross! See, how 
beautiful it is to behold!…It is a 
tree which brings forth life, not 
death. It is the source of light, not 
darkness. It is the tree on which 
the Lord, like a great warrior with 
his hands and feet and his divine 
side pierced in battle, healed the 
wounds of our sins, healed our 
nature that had been wounded by 
the evil serpent. Of old we were 
poisoned by a tree; now we have 
found immortality through a tree.  
By the Cross death was killed and 
Adam restored to life.  In the cross, 

every apostle has glorified; by it every martyr 
has been crowned and every saint made holy. 
Through the Cross we have joined Christ’s flock, 
and are granted a place in the sheepfold of 
heaven.” 

My beloved, it is indeed an exciting 
time of the year as we all return from our sum-
mer vacations, rejuvenated to face the new Aca-
demic and Work year. It is also a time to men-
tally and spiritually prepare ourselves for the 
new challenges that lie ahead as we continue to 
build our Community and come one step closer 
to realizing our dreams.

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President’s Message 
Dear Parishioners and Friends: 

 I pray that this message finds you all in good health.  

 I would like to give you an update as we prepare to 
start another ecclesiastical year and move one step closer to 
making our dream a reality. 

 As most of you know, we have a signed contract to 
purchase 12 acres of land near the Flemington circle. A special 
General Assembly was conducted on July 13 to discuss the 
various issues and risks associated with a possible future road 
construction in the area and or on the property. The parishion-
ers voted 37-3 in favor to continue the due diligence. 

  Since the General Assembly, the Parish Council has 
initiated a title search and hired Maser Consulting, an engineer-
ing company, to evaluate the environmental conditions of the 
land and identify the extent of any wetlands. We anticipate the 
final results by end of August.  When we receive the reports, 
the building committee will review the findings and advise the 
Executive Committee and the Parish Council on the findings. 
After the study is completed and if the results are favorable, we 
will seek the approval of His Eminence and start the design for 
the site plan. 

 In other news, the Parish Council started planning 
early for the 2008-2009 activities. By now, you should have 
received mailed registration forms for Greek and Sunday 
schools. Please return these forms as soon as possible to help 
our teachers and coordinators provide a smooth and quick ac-
commodation for our children as they make their way into their 
new classes. As always, we plan to offer high quality programs 
taught by our very qualified and dedicated teachers. 

 The annual parish picnic is scheduled from 1:00 pm 
until 4:00 pm, Saturday, September 6, at Mine Brook Park, 
Flemington. Please join us for this great cook out and fellow-
ship. 

 Our annual dinner dance is scheduled for Saturday, 
November 1, at Razberry’s. Please make arrangements to at-
tend, and bring your friends.  

 The capital campaign is going well. Our official count 
to date is 67 pledges valued at more than $750,000. We have 
collected $160,000. As we are approaching the last part of the 
year I would like thank all those who have pledged and ask that 
you consider fulfilling your 2008 commitments.  

 Please help us as we move forward in “Building Our 
Future Together.”

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Campaign & Property News 
Parish Making First Strides To Realize Its Dream 

GOPHC Begins Voorhees Corner Road Property Due Diligence 

 On May 8, 2008, the Greek Orthodox Parish of Hunter-
don County signed a contract with Voorhees Associates to pur-
chase 12 acres of land, Lot 5.02, Block 40, on Voorhees Corner 
Road.  

 The Engineering and Planning Committee, headed 
by Jorge Ferreira, plans to hold regular meetings to study and 
plan the course of pursuing the property at minimum cost and 
risk. 

 After receiv-
ing an ok via a 37-3 
vote at  an unsched-
uled General Assem-
bly, July 13, to con-
tinue pursuing a 12-
acre property on Voor-
hees Corner Road in 

Raritan Township, the Greek Orthodox Parish of Hunterdon 
County’s Engineering and Planning Committee hired Maser 
Consulting to conduct wetland and environmental studies. 
In early August, Maser concluded a phase I environmental 
study, obtained soil samples, and flagged the property to 
determine the extent of wetlands. The cost for the study is 
$6,700. 

 At the time of this writing, the Engineering and 
Planning Committee had not received an analysis.  

 The committee has also narrowed down two sur-
veying companies to do a topographical report in prepara-
tion for the township site plan approval.  

 A preliminary title search for the property has 
been completed, and the parish’s lawyer Jim Demetriou is 
studying the report. The cost for the title search is $1,000.  

 On behalf of co-chairman Gus Kamnitsis, I would 
like to thank each and everyone of our parishioners and 
friends who has contributed to our parish’s capital campaign 
to purchase land and build a Greek Orthodox Church in 
Hunterdon County. 

 We started the campaign on the Sunday of Ortho-
doxy, March 16, and since then, we have received 67 pledges 
for an amount of $750,000. Participation has been magnifi-
cent, as more than 80% of our parishioners have made con-
tributed to this dream of ours. 

 For those who do not know this, the GOPHC cele-
brated its initial Divine Liturgy, September 2002 with about 
22 families. Since then, we are 83 families strong, and the 
year has not ended yet. 

 Our humble parish has met every challenge to get to 
this point of preparing to purchase property and establish 
roots for generations to come. I encourage you all to continue 
supporting this community. May God keep you all well.

Our Religious Education program for 2008-09 starts Sunday, September 28th.  Registration information forms have already been 
mailed out.  Please make every effort to return your forms in a timely manner so that we can anticipate our enrollment and make plans for the 
new ecclesiastical year.  We are asking for a nominal registration fee from each family to use towards the purchase of books for many of the 
children. 

This year our pre-K through high school classes will follow the Archdiocese’s  Department of Religious Education curriculum. Sun-
day School will begin immediately following the Great Entrance and end right before the Fellowship Hour.  Parents and their children should 
arrive in church for the start of the Divine Liturgy and sit on the left hand side of the church with their teachers and classmates. I am happy to 
welcome back most of our teachers and also to welcome some new volunteers as well.  

Heading our Pre-K/Kindergarten class are Margaret Panageas, Eleftheria Tsatsos, and Antonia Ypsilantis.  Margaret has taught our 
youngest children the past four years in addition to tending to her busy family life.  Eleftheria is very eager and excited to work with our little 
ones for the first time this year.  Antonia taught our Greek Language preschool class last year and is now volunteering to teach religious educa-
tion as well.  Welcome and thank you Eleftheria and Antonia!  The class will follow the kindergarten curriculum, which focuses on God’s love 
for us.

Mary has taught religious education classes for our program for the 
last five years, and I thank her for her dedication each Sunday.  The class will follow a middle-school curriculum focusing on Christian living 
through scripture, the liturgy, and church history. 

Christi Staikos continues her seventh- and eighth-grade duties. Christi is an experienced educator and Sunday school teacher, having 
been with our program since the beginning working with our older children.  Thank you, Christi! The class will follow a middle-school cur-
riculum focusing on the 10 Commandments and their relevance to current times and also focus on the teachings and parables of Christ. 

Meropi Martini returns to take up her position enlightening our high schoolers. Meropi is an experienced Sunday School teacher who 
has a gift for working with teenagers.  Thank you Meropi!  The class will continue with the high school curriculum, which demonstrates how 
our Orthodox religion applies to young peoples’ lives.

 The responsibility in-
cludes regular church attendance 
and arrival at 9 AM for the start of 
the Divine Liturgy, plus attending 
rehearsals when they are scheduled.  
 We sing in both Greek 
and English however knowledge of 
the Greek language is not essential 
as the lyrics are available in English 
phonetics.  

 It is also not absolutely 
mandatory that you can read music, 
though this is obviously helpful. 
The key technical requirement is 
that you can sing and follow choral 
direction.

Take the ramp toward Route 31 South, Clin-
ton/Flemington. Turn onto Route 31 South. About two miles past North 
Hunterdon Regional High School, turn right onto Allerton Road. The Church is 
visible from Route 31. Approximate travel time: Somerville to Annandale - 25 
minutes  

From the North: 

Take Route 31 South. 

Turn right onto Allerton Road. 

Approximate travel time: Washington to Annandale - 20 minutes 

From the South:  

Take Route 202/31 North to the Flemington Circle. From the Flemington Cir-
cle, take Route 31 North. Take the U-turn from the right lane onto Allerton 
Road.  Cross over Route 31 staying on Allerton Road.  The Church will be on 
your right. Approximate travel time: Flemington to Annandale - 15 minutes 

From Doylestown, PA: 

Follow Route 202 North into New Jersey. At the Flemington Circle, take 2nd 
exit onto Rt 31 North. Take the U-turn from the right lane onto Allerton Road. 
Cross over Route 31 staying on Allerton Road.  The Church will be on your 
right. Approximate travel time: Doylestown, PA to Annandale - 45 minutes 

From the West:  

Take Interstate 78 East into NJ. Merge onto Route 31 South toward Fleming-
ton/Trenton. Turn right onto Allerton Road. Approximate travel time: Easton
